Visual display terminal use was identified by the responses to the following question: “How often do you use the following equipment in your work? Response: (A) Computer, laptop, tablet, smartphone.” Those who answered ‘half’ or ‘a quarter’ of their work hours were coded as ‘< 75%,’ ‘three-quarters’ or ‘most’ of their work hours as ‘75%–99%’, and ‘all’ of their work hours as ‘100%.’ Physical activity was identified by the responses to the following question: “How many hours per day are you involved in any of the following activities outside work? Response: (D) Sporting, cultural, or leisure activity outside your home.” The questionnaire is not a medically valid measure of physical activity, though it is the most approximate assessment tool among the KWCS survey items. Those who answered ‘never’ or ‘less often’ to the question were coded as ‘low,’ ‘several times a month’ as ‘moderate,’ and ‘several times a week’ or ‘daily’ as ‘high.’ Employment status was defined by a combination of the information on the employment type (full-time, temporary, day) and contract period (set, not set). Full-time employees with no set contract period were categorized as ‘regular’ workers and the remaining employees were categorized as ‘precarious’ workers.
